Introductions and Roll call:

President Mike Pardekooper called the meeting to order at 9:03 AM.  

Board Members present were Mike Pardekooper, Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, and Brian Bishop.  Absent was Cody Christensen.  A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (25 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Approval of March 9, 2017 meeting minutes 
A motion was made by Rod Van Genderen and seconded by Scott Ripperger to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
Mike Pardekooper mentioned that Emigdio Lopez-Sanders, from the Iowa Civil Rights Commission, had extended a thank you to everyone who helped with and attended his recent presentation in Cedar Rapids.  

Mike also read a card from the widow of Mike Jones, thanking IABO for sending flowers to his funeral service. 

Treasure’s Report.
Brian Bishop reported a total balance of $43,081.01.  He passed around the treasurer’s report and explained that he had made a minor correction from the previous report. COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative –Jim Obradovich was not at the meeting, but his last legislative report mentioned the failure of a couple proposals this year with particular interest to our group.  A proposal to combine licensing boards failed, but he noted that the topic should still garner some attention in the next year, as it does not seem to be going away.  Another proposal to add some flexibility into energy code enforcement also did not pass.  There was a minor change to the electrical code concerning a licensure definition for work on farms.  A recent bill passed, allowing sales of fireworks in the state of Iowa, which will most likely have the most effect on the inspection community.

Education – Roger Schemmel mentioned that Brian Young will be doing an update to the 2017 NEC in association with our January meeting.  He said a repeat of Existing Building Code training could be likely as well.

Membership – No report

Scholarship – Mike Pardekooper stated there were six applicants for this year’s scholarship.  The scholarship committee is reviewing the applications and will make their decision soon.

Program – Roger Schemmel said July’s meeting would have a representative from the State of Iowa Architectural Licensing Board.  They are currently reviewing the Building Officials Handbook concerning rules, definitions and the Architectural Matrix.  Ron Hoover explained that the terms would be suited to match those used by the IBC.  He also explained that the Engineering Matrix was done by a different board, but communication had occurred between the two boards.

Code Development – Ron Hoover speculated that the 2018 I-codes would be printed and issued around June of this year.  This would be consistent with the last code cycle.  

The 2017 NEC has been out and the state of Iowa is looking to adopt it on 1/1/2018.  The state board desires to have fewer amendments than years past and may do away with some of the current GFCI exceptions.

Endorsement – Tim Hennes reported that two endorsement requests were received in the names of David (Chris) Bridges and David Spencer.  The committee will discuss these and make a decision later.

Audit – No report

REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – There was further discussion about endorsements at the regional level and talk that many groups waited for endorsement with the possibility that a more local candidate would seek a position.  Predictions were that Region III would come out with their selections by July.  Elections will be at the Annual Business Meeting in September.

ICC Report – Richard Hauffe was not in attendance, but he sent out an ICC Monthly Update last week.  Neil Bombei distributed this to the IABO group via email at the time.  It had a lot of information concerning ICC’s Leadership Academy, Building Safety Month, training, etc. 

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – Cedar Rapids hosted about 60 attendees at the Fair Housing training event on April 28.  Tim Hennes and Duncan McCallum mentioned that Eastern Iowa may do something on Accessibility later in the year.
Central MICCC – Ryan Mayer mentioned the Central Iowa Code Consortium’s discussion and recommendations for code adoption.  Local jurisdictions were weighing the options of adopting the 2015 or the 2018 codes.

Old Business
Signed proclamation for Building Safety Month - Brian Bishop showed off the proclamation that had been signed by Governor Branstad.

New Business – IABO Awards:
Formation of IABO Bereavement Committee - Mike Pardekooper said the passing of Mike Jones had brought about a discussion concerning bereavement for passed members.  He recommended that the IABO group form a committee to determine when to send flowers and regards for members and how that process should be approached for the extended family.  It was suggested that two long-term members and the current Treasurer form the committee.  Jeff Junker and Rod Van Genderen graciously accepted those roles along with Brian Bishop as the Treasurer.  This will be a function of the Membership Committee.

Adjournment
Brian Bishop motioned for adjournment and Roger Schemmel seconded.  Motion passed.
