Minutes:  January 12, 2017
Meeting at Drury Inn and Suites, West Des Moines, IA 
Introductions and Roll call:

President Mike Pardekooper called the meeting to order at approximately 6:33 PM.  Mike welcomed ICC Government Relations Liaison, Richard Hauffe to install the 2017 IABO officers as follows:

Richard Hauffe presented Mike Pardekooper with an ICC Chapter President pin and Cody Christensen with an ICC Past President medal.

Board Members present were Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, Brian Bishop, and Cody Christensen. A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (35 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Approval of November 10, 2016 meeting minutes 
A motion was made by Pat Parsley and seconded by Ron Hoover to approve the minutes as presented. Motion passed. 

Communications

None reported.

Treasure’s Report.
Brian Bishop handed out the treasurer’s report.  As of January 11, IABO had $46,723.15 in assets.  Due to seminars and memberships, a lot of income has come in for January.  The annual treasurer’s report was deferred to the March meeting.  Motion by Ron Hoover and seconded by Rod Van Genderen to approve the Treasure’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Rich Bolton reported that the Energy Code would be discussed in the spring.

Iowa Department of Public Health

Jennifer Hart reported that some reference changes were pending to the State Plumbing Code due to moved chapters.  Those changes will be published in January and they anticipate the code will come into effect later in the year.  She also said that all plumbing licenses will need to be renewed by June 30, 2017. They are working with the Iowa Workforce Development Division of Labor to align contractor registration with contractor licensure so there will be a one-stop shop for credentials.  They will be sending out notification letters to 600 people that are registered, but do not have a license.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – Jim Obradovich announced that they are just one week into the new session so nothing much to report on yet.  He said there will be more of a focus on Republican issues, of course, due to the recent election changes.  

Pat Parsley asked if anything could be done about the required adoption of the UPC as the State Plumbing Code.  Jim urged not to pursue a change at this time.  Mike Pardekooper detailed a Legislative Committee teleconference discussion that had taken place last month on the same subject which had likewise resulted in a wait and see strategy recommended by Jim.

Education – Roger Schemmel mentioned the Solar Permitting and Plan Review class that had taken place earlier that day.  He also detailed the upcoming class for the following day, which was to be 2015 Existing Building Code, taught by Roger Axle.  

Membership – No report

Scholarship – Rachael Hoffman, originally of West Bend, spoke about her two-year scholarship, that she received from IABO to attend Iowa State University with an architecture major.  She thanked the group and mentioned that she would hope to stay in contact.  

Mike mentioned that they are getting ready to launch the scholarship program for 2017.

Program – Roger Schemmel detailed the upcoming program, which will follow the March meeting.  It will be Dave Dodge from the McKeon Door Company.  Exact content is still to be determined, but will include 2012 to 2015 transition/changes. Steve Richardson has helped coordinate these efforts.  

Code Development – Mike Pardekooper mentioned that Jack Swarm had volunteered join a committee and he had been assigned to Code Development.  

Tim Hennes discussed a subcommittee meeting for Iowa Energy Code concerns that had taken place that afternoon.  The committee will try to put a baseline together to show what other jurisdictions are doing to enforce the energy code.  They will send out a survey soon.  They hope to develop a best practices document that can be referenced by any interested jurisdiction.

REGIONAL REPORTS 
ICC Report – No report

Region III Report – ICC Government Relations Liaison, Richard Hauffe mentioned the Nebraska building officials will hold their annual meeting in Kearny, Nebraska January 26.  The Region III Institute in Chaska, Minnesota is coming up February 6-10.  EduCode will be in Las Vegas, Nevada March 20-24.  The ICC Summit, will be held May 22-24 in Arlington, Texas.  It will include four tracks as follows:  Leadership Institute, Principals of Building Safety Institute, Residential Building Inspector Certification Academy, and the Multigenerational Communications in the Workplace Institute.

Richard mentioned a new committee coming to ICC called the Alliance for National and Community Resilience.  Its purpose is to build a consensus among communities as to what constitutes resilience and how do you achieve it using your building codes.  There will be a meeting in Washington D.C. February 16.  

Richard also mentioned that ICC is making a shift toward younger people with its initiative called Safety 2.0.  The new Emerging Leaders Membership Council is aimed at code professionals 35 and younger, bringing young people up through the ranks to become code officials, and talking about career and organizational issues.

Roger Axel, Executive Officer for AMBO, thanked the membership from Iowa, reporting that 35 Iowans had registered for the upcoming Region III conference in Minnesota, which is the highest number for out of state attendance.

Steve Richardson commented that few architects are learning about building code in the college curriculums and inquired if IABO could reach out to the architectural schools or if ICC could do something to get more building code training for these professionals.  Ron Hoover explained that the process may not be that simple, both sides recognize the issue but these changes may be slow to integrate into the curriculums.

Mike Pardekooper mentioned that Adam Ostert had volunteered to be on the Region III Committee.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC - Duncan McCallum mentioned that Cedar Rapids will host the Iowa Civil Rights Commission on April 28 at the Cedar Rapids Public Library to speak about accessibility concerns for multifamily housing.  Details will be forthcoming.
Central MICCC – Cody Christensen applauded the recent code adoption efforts to agree on a regionally consistent code, involving 17 communities.  Some communities are just finishing up on the process by going through their local board adoptions.

New Business – IABO Awards:
Mike Pardekooper delivered a speech honoring both award recipients.  

Building Official of the Year - Jeff Junker, City of Ankeny.  

Jeff was recognized for his long career of code enforcement, and excellent service he provides to his community. When he started with Ankeny, they had a population of approx. 30,000, and issued 734 residential permits his first year. In 15 years it has almost doubled in size, and is currently approx. 57,000 residents. It has been dubbed the 3rd fastest growing community in the United States by the US Census Bureau. Last year they issued 1,627 residential permits, and had a total permit valuation over the past 3 years of over a billion dollars. His original staff of 3 has recently grown to 10 individuals. He was in attendance to receive the award with his wife Carla.

IABO 2017 Lifetime Achievement Award - Terry Berk, City of Des Moines
Terry was recognized for his lifelong effort of enforcing codes, and creating a safer environment through a professional career of code administration, code development, and project plan reviews.  Notable Des Moines Statistics from his career included:
