Minutes:  March 9, 2017
Meeting at Iowa Department of Public Safety 
Introductions and Roll call:

President Mike Pardekooper called the meeting to order at approximately 9:03 AM.  

Board Members present were Mike Pardekooper, Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, Brian Bishop, and Cody Christensen.  A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (27 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Jim Obradovich gave a report on Senate File 388 dealing with the state Energy Code and asked where the group would like to stand concerning level of support.  The new language would give a local jurisdiction the authority to be less restrictive than the state code, but would set the minimum standard back to the 2009 IECC.  The IABO group discussed and voted to stay neutral, but will continue to monitor and upcoming meetings on the subject.
Approval of January 12, 2017 meeting minutes 
A motion was made by Bob Hendricks and seconded by Tim Hennes to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion passed. 

Communications

Mike mentioned that the Ohio Building Officials had reached out to the group asking for support of the 2017 ICC Annual Business Meeting coming to Columbus in the fall.  Brian Bishop reported that $500 had been offered in the past.  The same amount was proposed by Cody Christensen for Ohio.  Motion was seconded by Ron Hoover.  Motion passed.

Treasure’s Report.
Brian Bishop handed out the treasurer’s report and declared IABO to be financially healthy.  Since December 19, 2016 there has been a profit of $5,278.85.  IABO’s cd currently holds $20,166.  There is $11,655 in the general fund and $12,407 savings.  Just a few members still need to pay their annual dues, but Brian will send out letters soon.  Motion by Steve Richardson and seconded by Keith Rash to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Rich Bolton discussed the increasing amount of questions he has received on tiny homes.  He stated that jurisdictions would have the authority to accept a home if it is site built and inspected to the IRC by the local building department, but anything delivered to the site should have a modular seal.  The home should be set on a permanent foundation or meet the HUD codes.  He said strict engineering allows a mobile home to be safely transported down the road, but questioned what is protecting the tiny home during travel.

Roger Schemmel said there was an appendix coming to the 2018 IRC that would enable more acceptance perhaps on the building code side of things.

Iowa Department of Public Health

Jennifer Hart reported that there would be a board meeting later in March to finalize some amendments to the State Plumbing Code.  She spoke about the new database that would provide a single site servicing contractors for licensing and registration.  She said the state code requires the plumbing and mechanical board to post any local codes that were more restrictive than the state code on their website.  She will be sending out a letter to jurisdictions over 15,000 in population asking for any amendments that are more restrictive.  The board has not yet made a declaratory ruling on whether the IPC would be considered equivalent to the UPC because they want to give all jurisdictions the opportunity for input as interested parties.  Any challenges would have to take place through the court system.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – This was covered by Jim Obradovich early in the meeting due to his tight schedule.  Nothing further was reported when announced. 

Education – Roger Schemmel mentioned the McKeon Door education event following that day’s meeting.  Sioux City and Cedar Rapids both have a Fair Housing Training event coming in April, as posted on the website.  Nothing has yet been scheduled for training associated with the upcoming IABO meetings.

Membership – No report

Scholarship – No applications received at this time. 

Program – Roger Schemmel detailed the McKeon Door training that will be presented by Dave Dodge.

Code Development – No report

Endorsement – No report

Audit – Jeff Junker spoke for the committee and recommended acceptance of the annual Treasurer’s Report.

It will not be a code hearing for the Green Building Code.  ICC is looking for code committee members.  Building Safety Month is in May.  Now is the time for jurisdictions to start working on that proclamation.

Region III Report – Brian Bishop reported that Minnesota’s February education event was a success.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – Cedar Rapids will be hosting the Fair Housing event on April 28.
Central MICCC – No report

Old Business – Treasurer’s Annual Report to the Audit Committee:  Ron Hoover motioned to accept the Audit Committees recommendation of the Treasurer’s Report.  Cody Christensen seconded.  Motion passed.

New Business – IABO Awards:
Scholarships Committee:  Mike Pardekooper requested that current, two-year, recipient Rachael Hoffman be presented with a four-year scholarship as a reward for her graciousness in thanking the group at the annual IABO banquet.  Tim Hennes moved the recommendation and Brian Bishop seconded.  The motion passed.

Building Safety Month Proclamation:  Rich Bolton reported that he is working on the proclamation that will be presented to the governor.

Adjournment
Brian Bishop motioned for adjournment and Tim Hennes seconded.  Motion passed.
