Minutes:  Sept 14, 2017
Meeting at Urbandale Public Library 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Mike Pardekooper called the meeting to order at 9:06 AM.  

Board Members present were Mike Pardekooper, Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, and Brian Bishop.  Absent was Cody Christensen.  A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (21 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Approval of July 13, 2017 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Tim Hennes and seconded by Troy Brandt to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
Randy Mckenzie sent a thank you card to the IABO group for their new bereavement policy consideration regarding the recent passing of his father in law.  The card was passed around the room.

Treasure’s Report.
Brian Bishop reported a total balance of $34,341.63.  He mentioned there were a few more expenses compared to money taken in since our last meeting, which is typical for the time of year.  Some membership dues have continued to come in.  Paid memberships for the year now total 200 people.  Scholarships were paid out.  A donation was made to the Region III sponsorship at the ABM and also shirts were purchased for ABM attendees.  A table was sponsored at the Mike Rowe HBA Event in September.  The treasurer’s report was passed around the room.  Motion by Rod Van Genderen and seconded by Denny Bernholtz to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Dave Ruffcorn said Dan Wood has been named the new Fire Marshall in place of Jeff Quiggle, who had retired.  Jeff Cullen has been hired as a new State Inspector.  Jeff had previously been a fire inspector before taking the new position.

Dave reported that the Department of Energy wants to do a new study in Iowa and five other states researching the methodology of testing buildings.  The intent is not to find out if the buildings actually meet energy code or not, but rather to make energy code compliance easier for contractors and inspectors.  The study will take place in the fall of 2018 and focus on office and retail buildings.  They will study about 24 buildings throughout the state.  Any help would be appreciated when the DOE comes around.

Tim Hennes inquired about the 2015 Energy Code adoption.  Dave said that they had done the work groups and the groups had contained everybody and anybody they could think of that would have a stake in the results.  The work group consented to go ahead with the amendments, however, the governor’s office put the brakes on any progress at the time because it was an election year.  The delay has caused the group to now consider the 2018 IECC and they will discuss this when they reconvene.

Troy Brandt inquired about all of the other codes.  Dave said the IRC and IBC will always be up to the local jurisdiction, but the Plumbing Code and Mechanical Code automatically advance.  They are supposed to be adopted within 6 months of their release, but it is hard to do administratively.  The NEC will be adopted by the state on January 1, 2018.  The Energy Code has been a very political issue recently. The IABO group and the HBA have a lot of weight as far as what is considered.  The governor should follow through with whatever the work group recommends.  The Fire Code is adopted whenever the state gets around to adopting it.  No time restrictions are in place.  Any other codes would be up to the local jurisdiction.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – Steve Richardson asked if there was going to be a special session for the budget.  Ruffcorn said he didn’t believe so because the governor doesn’t want that to happen, and it will probably depend on how much money is needed.  It was discussed that we will need to keep an eye on this.

Education – Roger Schemmel said there were a lot of things going on.  The Hawkeye Fire Safety program will be October 24-27.  Bryce Miller, from the Fire Containment Services, will present a seminar about fire-stopping and fire caulking on November 1.  January 11th will be a 2017 NEC update class and January 12th will be Existing Building Code, both in Des Moines in association with the annual IABO meeting.  The banquet will be at night, sandwiched between those two trainings.  Officers will be installed at the banquet/meeting.  Some of the other local state chapters will be in attendance, including some from Minnesota and our new board liaison, Jerry Mallory, from Kansas.  

Emigdio Lopez-Sanders said the 5th annual Iowa Civil Rights Symposium and the 2nd Build It Right Iowa Conference would be held on October 27, in Altoona.  He passed around informational fliers for the event.

Membership – No report.

Scholarship – Scholarships have been sent out for this year.  

Program – Next meeting will be back at the DPS building in November where there will be nominations of officers.  No programming had yet been planned for that meeting.  Then the January annual meeting and banquet will be at the Drury Inn in West Des Moines again.

Code Development – The Significant Changes books should come out some time around November for jurisdictions to review prior to code adoption.  

Brian Bishop and Roger Schemmel reported on some of the code update classes they sat through at the ABM including a retroactive sprinkler system requirement that will be coming in the Fire Code for A-2 occupancies, roof-top patio occupant load changes, greenhouse construction, etc.  Update class handout links are available on the ICC website.  Roger volunteered to find the links and Neil Bombei said he would send the information out to the membership in case anyone is interested.  

Brian Bishop will re-apply to be on the ICC-500 (Storm Shelter) Committee.  Applications are out right now and the deadline for submittals is October.

Endorsement – The endorsements were sent late as the ABM happened earlier than it had in years past, but it was reported that all candidates that we wanted to endorse had won the seat.

Audit – A vacancy was reported on the committee.  Adam Ostert graciously accepted the position.

Nominating – IABO officers will be nominated at November’s meeting.  There will be a vacancy in the Treasurer position of the executive board if anyone would like to volunteer.
REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – The Upper Great Plains Institute is scheduled for February 12-16.  This is a little later than usual to avoid the Super Bowl, which will be hosted in Minneapolis this year. The annual Brent Snyder Award will be presented during that week.  Anyone that wants more information or to submit a name for consideration of the award should contact Chris Rose at crose@cityoffargo.com.  

Region III sponsored the Sunday night hospitality room at the Annual Business Meeting and the event was successful.  The IABO group assisted with $500 towards that cause.  

ICC Report – The Annual Business Meeting was held in Columbus, OH this year. It was a 4-day event held earlier in the year compared to past meetings.  There were no code hearings at the meeting.  There were 5 representatives from Iowa in attendence.  Brian Bishop reported that the events and ceremonies were very well organized.  ICC really promoted their new PRONTO certification testing program, which allows testing from the comfort of your home or office.  Archie Griffin was one of the guest speakers and did a tremendous job.  Next year will be in Richmond, VA and will be back at the typical October time slot. 

Richard Hauffe has continued to send out a monthly update around the first week of each month.  Neil Bombei described some of the material in this month’s update, which included a number of events and training opportunities.  Neil will continue to forward the updates to the IABO membership as he receives them.

Old Business
Mike Rowe HBA Event Sponsorship – Neil Bombei coordinated the RSVP’s for the event.  The IABO group sponsored one table, which offered eight seats.  We happened to get a full table with exactly eight volunteers.  The event was September 28 in Des Moines.

New Business
Permit Inspection Software – Many jurisdictions shared names, costs, and issues associated with implementation of new permit software.  Common issues were data conversion, retention of old files and staff time spent suiting the software to their needs.  Denny Bernholtz shared information about a program he was working with a software engineer that will offer these types of services.  Many departments have very similar needs and contractors move between jurisdictions often, desiring systems that have the same functionality and customer service.

Regulation of single-family dwellings based on familial relationships – Jack Swarm discussed new language coming from the state legislature in house file 134.  He speculated there would be complications in prohibiting number of residents in a dwelling.  Sara Van Meeteren discussed that this new language would only effect rental properties.  She offered using other terms for regulation such as “students” or “adults” to cap the number of people.   Cities are still going to regulate this through their zoning ordinance, but the question is how.  Cities of Ames, Des Moines, and Iowa City recently congregated to discuss how they were going to deal with the enforcement of occupancy without picking on the protected class of people such as family relationship.  Rod VanGenderen offered that you could regulate other nuisance issues that go along with rentals, without regulating rentals specifically, such as noise, upkeep of yards, and parking spaces.  Things are a little easier for non-college communities.

Activity

A few topics were discussed in a round table discussion such as the number of king studs and jack studs required for longer window spans in the 2015 code, horizontal vents under the flood rim, and floating slabs for non-heated mini-storage buildings.
Adjournment
Denny Bernholtz motioned for adjournment and 2nd by Troy Brandt.  Motion passed.  Adjourned 11:55.
