Minutes:  July 13, 2017
Meeting at Buzzard Billy’s in Des Moines 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Mike Pardekooper called the meeting to order at 9:02 AM.  

Board Members present were Mike Pardekooper, Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, and Brian Bishop.  Absent was Cody Christensen.  A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (22 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Approval of March 9, 2017 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Rod Van Genderen and seconded by Josh Dorhout to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
Mike Pardekooper said a few more endorsement requests have come in that need to be reviewed by the endorsement committee, but reported no further correspondence.

Treasure’s Report.
Brian Bishop reported a total balance of $36,436.71.  He mentioned there were no activities or events to effect income, but a few bills were paid, including the $500 in dues for the Region III membership and $4,000 to lobbyist Jim O’Bradovich.  Even though a loss was reported over the time period, the balance looks fine. The treasurer’s report was passed around the room.  Motion by Tim Hennes and seconded by Rod Van Genderen to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Brian Bishop recommended sending a congratulatory card to Jeff Quiggle, who is retiring from the State Fire Marshall’s office early next week.  No replacement had yet been announced at the time of this meeting.  

Iowa Department of Public Health

No report from the Health Department, but it was mentioned that their website was up and running again after some maintenance.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – No Report

Education – Roger Schemmel said he would be open to any requests by membership if they had ideas about what they would like to see in the way of training.  He may send a survey to membership soon to gather this information.  Tim Hennes mentioned that Cedar Rapids may by planning something on accessibility later this year, but did not have any further details at this time.

Membership – No report.  The bereavement policy was discussed as an action item later in the meeting.

Scholarship – Mike Pardekooper said the committee was still working on getting the scholarships sent out for this year.  Some information was still needed from a couple of the applicants before they can be awarded.

Program – Roger Schemmel said they were still working on the program for the September meeting.  Rick Parrino offered that Plum Building Systems could do a truss inspection training, similar to one they had done a few years ago if desired by the group.

Code Development – No Report

Endorsement – As is typical, the committee will continue to wait as more requests come in, so they can make a decision closer to the fall meeting.

Nominating – No report
REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – Region III is seeking donations to help contribute to a Sunday night hospitality room at the Annual Business Meeting.  Tim Hennes motioned that the IABO group assist with $500 towards that cause.  This would be in addition to the $500 already sent to the Ohio chapter in support of the ABM.  2nd by Rod Van Genderen.  Motion passed.

ICC Report – Roger Schemmel went to the ICC sponsored leadership classes in Atlanta and gave an overview to the group about the event.  This is an annual event where any chapter officers are eligible to have ICC pay for the entire trip.  He announced some changes in testing that would be coming from ICC.  Paper and pencil testing will be eliminated.  There will also be options to take computer based testing from your own office.  ICC is also researching ways to get new membership.  One of the highlights of the event was a tour of the new Atlanta Falcons stadium.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – No Report
Central MICCC – 7 of 16 communities that were a part of the code adoption consortium have adopted their codes to date. 

Old Business
Formation of IABO Bereavement Committee - Mike Pardekooper read aloud the policy that had been written by the Bereavement Committee.  Schemmel noted that the wording matched closely with the unwritten policies of the AIA and HBA groups.  Rod Van Genderen said that the policy is based purely on the committee being told when they are needed.  They will need to know when somebody passes and what the relationship is to the IABO member.  He implored members to watch out for their fellow members and report deaths for co-workers and neighboring jurisdictions when applicable.  He also mentioned that if reports of passing are not received in time for a funeral the committee will still attempt to send something, at least in the way of a card to show sympathy.  Motion to accept adopt the policy was made by Denny Bernholtz and 2nd by Tim Hennes.  Motion passed.  This will be a function of the Membership Committee.


New Business
Mike Rowe HBA Event Sponsorship – Dan Knoup from the local HBA gave a brief summary of the event coming on September 28.  They expect about 1,200 to 1,500 people.  He mentioned that too few young people are entering the construction industry workforce.  Schools are not quite getting the message out to their students that the building trades offer a viable option to those that may not want to chase a 4-year degree.  Good wages and plenty of opportunities are out there for those that are interested and Mike Rowe is a good person to speak to that message.  Governor Reynolds will also talk about Iowa’s STEM program.  The HBA is trying to get a good networking opportunity together from all the diverse groups serving the construction industry, such as builders, suppliers, inspectors, instructors, educators, etc. The intent is to break up groups coming from the same organization so that they can interact with others and get their messages to each other.  

A show of hands tallied about eight at the meeting who showed at least some interest in attending the event and a table would offer eight seats.  Rod Van Genderen made a motion and Jeff Junker 2nd the IABO group buy one table and possibly more, as needed, at $1,200 each.  Motion passed.

Activity

Iowa Events Center Tour - The group toured the nearby Hilton Hotel and Events Center construction project.  Terry Burke set up the tour with the construction manager and gave the group an overview from the inspection perspective.  One of the more notable aspects was the construction company’s use of an innovative bathroom-pod construction-method where the bathroom units for each hotel room where manufactured off site and set into their final location.  Each pod then needed only mechanical, electrical and plumbing hook-ups and fire rating between units.  Another feature was the second-story pool room and exercise area with large windows overlooking the capitol building.  The hotel also incorporated the downtown pedestrian walkway passing through it, overcoming the problematic 12.5 feet of elevation change while still meeting accessibility requirements.
Adjournment
The group returned to Buzzard Billy’s and discussed changing the agenda to close the meeting prior to the Iowa Architectural Examining Board discussion.  Denny Bernholtz motioned for adjournment and 2nd by Rod Van Genderen.  Motion passed.  Adjourned 11:45.

After adjournment, Linda Schemmel introduced some pending changes that Iowa is making to its Architectural Handbook and Matrix.  The changes are intended to update some areas and clarify others as to when an architect will be required to design a project.  The new matrix is expected to be in effect sometime around mid-August.
