Minutes:  Nov 9, 2017
Meeting at Iowa Department of Public Safety 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Mike Pardekooper called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM.  

Board Members present were Mike Pardekooper, Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, and Brian Bishop.  Absent was Cody Christensen.  A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (22 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Approval of Sept 14, 2017 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Rod Van Genderen, seconded by Denny Bernholtz to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
None

Treasurer’s Report.
Brian Bishop reported a total balance of $33,827.60.  He mentioned there is typically not a lot of money coming in at this time of the year.  There was a Fire-stopping class in November, which made a profit of $849.  Membership dues for 2018 will start to come in soon and the January business meeting and training will bring in some income as well.  The treasurer’s report was passed around the room.  Motion by Creston Turnbull and seconded by Bob Hendricks to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Rich Bolton brought a copy of Senate File 2219 and described its content regarding carbon monoxide detectors.  Carbon monoxide detectors will be required for new construction and existing single-family rentals and multi-unit residential buildings that have a fuel-fired appliance, fireplace, or an attached garage.  People filing for a homestead credit shall certify that their single-family dwelling complies, if applicable.  Ron Hoover inquired if the dual sensor requirement was still a part of this proposal and Rich confirmed that it was.

Rich also announced the 2017 NEC would be adopted by the state on January 1, 2018.  There will be a free day of electrical training offered in Des Moines on January 11, which will include a free copy of the NEC book or electronic version.

Dan Wood gave a state of the state address and said Iowa will not be going to the 2018 building codes any time soon, if at all, unless something changes. 

Iowa Department of Public Health

Jennifer Hart reported that the Health Department is just wrapping up the issuance of all the state licenses.  There are 9,800 people that have an active license in either Mechanical or Plumbing systems.  She said there were about 1,400 registered contractors.  They currently have an average turn-around of 2 weeks to process registration paperwork.  They had about an 85% return rate on letters sent out to individuals asking for renewals.

The Plumbing and Mechanical Codes will both come up for adoption in 2018.  Each of the boards are down a member representing the “inspector” position.  Anyone interested in filling the position would have to apply to the governors’ office.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – None

Education – Roger Schemmel said there would be three days of training in January (10th, 11th, and 12th) in association with the annual IABO meeting.  A free 2017 NEC update class will be on Thursday, with the banquet being held that night.  IRC and IBC Significant Changes classes will be on Wednesday and Friday respectively.  

Tim Hennes said there would be another two days reserved in May for the same IRC and IBC Significant Changes classes so that departments can split their staff to attend this important training without leaving the office empty for a day.  This will be in Cedar Rapids.

REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – The Upper Great Plains Institute is scheduled for February 12-16.  

ICC Report – Steve Van Note reported that the Significant Changes books will be available for purchase soon.

ICC is offering a free electronic copy of the building codes as a benefit for renewal of your annual membership.  The deadline to receive the download is 10/31/18.  Neil Bombei will send out the email to the membership to ensure that everyone sees it. 

ICC Government Relations Liaison, Richard Hauffe, attended.  He extended greetings from Jerry Malory and mentioned that Jerry would be at our annual banquet to swear in officers and take care of any other ICC duties.  He discussed ICC’s new PRONTO program for certification testing.  He outlined the 2018 Chapter Leadership Academy and encouraged the board to send more than one member to the event in Denver for June 4-6.  He mentioned that RESNET hit the 2 million mark for HERS rated homes in the United States.  Some other education programs are outlined in his monthly update that he will send out soon.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – No Report
Central MICCC – No Report

Old Business - Regulation of single-family dwellings based on familial relationships – Tim Hennes said that Iowa City recently put rental permit caps on certain neighborhoods.  They used map overlays showing rental housing locations compared to locations where they had received related nuisance complaints.  Rental permit caps were established in those trouble areas.  They will also limit the amount of back yard parking areas in places as a way to regulate occupants.  These actions came about due to new language that was adopted by the state.  Other college communities have proposed similar changes.
New Business – Election of Officers.  Mike Pardekooper explained that typically the current board members move up one position and all board members were willing to do so.  He announced there would be an opening at the Treasurer position.  He asked for nominations from the floor to fill the position.  Creston Turnbull spoke for the Nominating Committee and said that the committee had a volunteer in Mike Bruce, City of Creston, to be the Treasurer.  The committee recommended a 2018 board composition as follows:

Rod Van Genderen motioned to cast a ballot for all nominated positions across the board and Ron Hoover seconded.  Motion passed.
Other

Mike Pardekooper talked about the formation of the two awards that have been presented at the IABO annual banquet over the last few years in the names of the Building Official of the Year Award and the Lifetime Achievement Award.  Until now, the executive board had selected the recipients.  For future nominees the board would appreciate assistance from the membership in identifying those that would be worthy of these honors.  He requested that members submit names to the board with a small write-up for the nominee.

The current cap for board expenditure without approval is at $500.  Mike requested a small bump in the amount as the executive board would like to hand out more door prizes at the annual banquet for attendees.  Tim Hennes made the motion to allow up to $750 on this expenditure if needed, with a 2nd by Denny Bernholtz.  Motion Passed.

Some ICC instructional videos were played and CEU’s were handed out afterwards. A round table discussion of various topics followed, prior to adjournment.

Brian Bishop motioned for adjournment and 2nd by Creston Turnbull.  Motion passed.  Adjourned 11:50.
