Minutes:  Nov 14, 2019
Meeting at Iowa Department of Public Safety 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Roger Schemmel called the meeting to order at 9:03 am. Roll call was taken. Board Members present were Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Brian Bishop, Neil Bombei, Mike Bruce and Mike Pardekooper.  A count of more than 15 members determined there was a quorum, with a total attendance of 28 people.
Approval of September 12, 2019 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Josh Dorhout and seconded by Tim Hennes to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
Roger Schemmel read a thank you email from Michael Savage for our endorsement of his election to an ICC board position.  He has been an instructor in the past and said to let him know if he could be of assistance to us.

Treasurer’s Report.
Mike Bruce reported that IABO’s CD has matured.  There is now $21,583 in savings and $1,181 in checking.  There is a balance due of $5,682 on the credit card.  Bruce said he would like to discontinue the use of the on-line version of QuickBooks and go back to the original version he had been using because it was much easier.  He passed around his report for review.  Motion by Brian Bishop and second by Rod Van Genderen to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Patrick Daghenbagh reported that the state has made changes to chapter 210, changing the title from “Smoke Detectors” to “Smoke Alarms”.  They are also redoing language regarding the dual sensors.  The new language will reference UL 217.  It will also identify wireless methods as an acceptable installation method, in addition to the traditional hardwiring method.
He also said the Department of Public Safety has a new website that has been in use since November 5.   

The state has totaled between 650-700 plans reviewed for the year and about $1 billion in construction costs for those projects.

The state is in the process of hiring for a 3rd building inspector to assist Jerry Trimble and Eric Neddermeyer.  The last person they attempted to hire did not pass the screening process.  

It is also likely that the department will have to deal with a number of retirements within the next 12 months.

Neil Bombei asked if they could get some clarification on what inspections the state was doing within mobile home courts.  Does the state do footing and tie down inspections for mobile homes installed within all mobile home courts or just those that do not fall within enforcement by a local jurisdiction?  It can be very difficult to track mobile homes that are moved into the mobile home courts and he want to know if there is a record of the certified installs.  Tim Hennes asked if someone from the state would be willing to come to one of our meetings and go over their process for inspection.  What do they look for, how do we know if something has been inspected, are inspections being doubled up by state and local jurisdictions, etc.?  Daghenbach said he would try to get Neddermeyer lined up for March to give a presentation.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – None

Education – A three day training session will be planned for January 8, 9, 10 in conjunction with the IABO business meeting, like has been done the past few years.  Topics to be determined, but the instructor has been penciled in as Steve Thomas.

Emigdio Lopez-Sanders, Iowa Civil Rights Commission, said they will be doing the Build It Right Iowa Conference at Prairie Meadows on April 3.
Eastern Iowa is planning some training to coincide with the May 2020 IABO meeting to be held in Cedar Rapids. 

Membership – Roger Schemmel is still looking into the Join-It software program, which should benefit in keeping the list of members and contact information. 

Scholarship – None

Program – IABO board members met the previous night and discussed a desire to have 1-2 hours of training associated with each chapter meeting in 2020 that we could issue preferred provider credits for.  The group pays $200 per year in order to provide those CEU’s, so we should take advantage of it. 
March will now hopefully be filled by a presentation from Eric Neddermeyer on mobile home installations and other portable buildings.

At a previous meeting Rick Parrino said he may be able to organize a tour to a truss assembly factory sometime in 2020. 

Code Development – None

Endorsement – Tim Hennes said all of the candidates endorsed by IABO were elected to their positions at the ABM including: Mike Boso, Michael Savage and Steve McDaniel to fill the At-Large Board seats and Cindy Davis for Vice President.  

Audit – None.

Nominating – Josh Dorhout reported for the committee that all current board members had been contacted about staying on the board, while moving up one position.  All of them accepted.  Mike Pardekooper will move off the board after serving all the way through.  Roger Schemmel will be past president.  Tim Hennes will be president.  Brian Bishop will be 1st vice president.  Neil Bombei will be 2nd vice president.  Mike Bruce will be Secretary and Adam Ostert has volunteered to join the board as Treasurer.  Nominations from the floor were called for, with none proposed.  A unanimous vote confirmed the new board composition. 
REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – The Region III Educational Institute is scheduled for February.  The training matrix is available.  

ICC Report – Iowa’s new Permit Tech Chapter swore in their officers at a November training in Huxley.  Officers are as follows:  Jennifer Goerg (Marion) - President, Amy Kaplan (Huxley) - Vice President, Holly Jackson (Mills County) - Treasurer, and Karen Rowan (Clinton) - Secretary.  Angie Wiese (ICC Board of Directors) and Richard Huaffe (ICC Government Relations) were in attendance to assist with the ceremony.  Pat Parsley was the instructor for the Permit Tech Class presented that day.  Parsley donated his time to the training to keep the costs down for the new group and deserves special appreciation for that.

Brian Bishop reported on one of the major actions at ICC’s Annual Business Meeting in Las Vegas was a vote on a change to the by-laws.  A proposal to change the Regional model to a Sectional model did not pass (30% - 70%).  Most said that the current system has been working.  It was also reported that ICC has a lot of money in their coffers.  The organization has expanded to different locations, one in the Middle East, and has purchased some companies that will enhance their services.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – None  
Central MICCC – Ryan Mayer said their October meeting had a good turnout.  The next meeting will be in Des Moines, followed by Grimes in their alphabetical rotation.

Old Business – Steve Richardson inquired about a recent meeting that was held between the faculty and the architectural students of Iowa State University.  He had assisted in gathering contacts and information, in the form of curriculums of other colleges, for the meeting.  The students were hoping to incorporate more code content into the program.  Few collegiate institutions throughout the entire country offer such content for their architectural programs.  Neil Bombei reported, via his architectural student contact, that the faculty heard the concerns of the students and verbally committed to integrate some code content into their program, perhaps as early as next year, but nothing had been finalized.  

Ryan Mayer mentioned that architectural programs have recently been our focus when discussing code content as part of school curriculums, but it would be important for trade schools to do the same.

New Business – 

None

Activity – Review of Changes to Building Officials Handbook.  This document was finalized in September by the Iowa Licensing Board after a process that took about 4 years.  Some IABO and AIA members contributed to the effort as well.  It is now available on the Iowa DPS website, as well as the IABO website.  Ljerka Vasiljevic, Deputy Building Code Commissioner, gave a summary of the changes.  It now has a combined matrix for Architectural and Engineering.  She strongly recommended the use of Iowa Administrative code 193A.  That is the document that really explains the intent of Iowa Code 542A & 544B, which directs when to require an architect and when to require an engineer for a project.  One change to the matrix is that every building owned by government used to require design by both, including warehouses, sheds, etc.  Those requirements were changed to apply design requirements equally, based on use, not ownership.  A notable definition change was that “Church” was altered to now include any place of worship.  There is also a section with Commonly Asked Questions in Section IV, which can be very helpful.  

Adjournment
Neill Bombei motioned for adjournment and Mike Pardekooper seconded.  Motion passed.  Adjourned 12:03.
