New State of Iowa requirements.
Two requirements become effective this July, and will also be on our agenda at our next meeting on July 12, 2018. If you have any questions or comments regarding either of these new requirements please attend or forward your questions to one of the board members. July 1, 2018: Carbon Monoxide requirement https://www.legis.iowa.gov/publications/search/document?fq=id:799598
Beyond what is required in the Building Codes for new construction, Carbon Monoxide Alarms will be required in all existing homes and also needed to file for homestead credit.
July 25th, 2018 : The Architectural Examining Board adopted and filed amendments to Ch. 5 “Exceptions”   The purpose of the amendments is to provide greater clarity to both building officials and the public as to when the services of an architect are, or are not, required.  With the goal of unifying terminology with industry standards, several definitions are now defined in terms relating specifically to the 2015 International Building Code.

 Presentation from the IABO Annual Banquet January 11th, 2018
This award is to recognize the outstanding service within the role of Building Official this past year. It is given to a Building Official who stands out among his peers for service and dedication to the role of being a Building Official and for striving to improve not only themselves, but also their fellow IABO members, Industry Professionals and the general public during daily inspections, plan reviews and related Building Official duties.
In the State of Iowa there are around 450 individuals that hold at least one ICC Certification. That list quickly narrows down to 12 individuals that have attained the status of Certified Building Code Official. 
This individual currently holds 30 ICC certifications which puts him in a select group of only SEVEN in the State of Iowa that currently hold the prestigious title and certificate of “Master Code Professional”
I had the pleasure of first meeting this individual several years ago at an IAEI meeting in Fort Dodge, the enthusiasm and energy to tell a story was infectious; the use of details, descriptions, and recounts of events grasp attention that at times, seemed to impress even himself with the story. These are all traits of an observant inspector. Using that energy , like an energizer bunny, this past year he physically conditioned himself by rising up early many a morning to bike several miles, all before a long day as Building Official. That personal conditioning and personal goal setting allowed him to participate and complete his first RAGRAI.
He has served on the Steering Committee and currently serves on the Executive Board for the Central Iowa Code Consortium and for the last several years contributed to the pursuit of Code adoption with uniform amendments throughout the 17+ Metro Des Moines Area Communities.
He currently is Code Official for several different communities, has issued numerous permits, and maintains records for all those communities.

Meeting at Iowa Department of Public Safety 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Roger Schemmel called the meeting to order at 9:08 AM.  

Board Members present were Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei, and Mike Bruce.  Absent was Brian Bishop and Mike Pardekooper, A count of 3 board members and more than 15 members (16 total) was taken which determined there was a quorum.
Approval of March 9, 2017 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Rod Van Genderen and seconded by Jeff Junker to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
Roger Schemmel mentioned that some endorsement requests have been coming in.  They were given to Tim Hennes of the Endorsement Committee and they will be discussed in July.

Treasure’s Report.
Mike Bruce reported a two-month income of $7,573 and total balance of $46,267.55, saying the group was in good shape.  He passed around the report.  Motion by Jeff Junker, second by Rod Van Genderen to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau

Iowa Department of Public Health

Roger Schemmel read first from some correspondence from Jennifer Hart in regards to a licensing question that he had.  She said that a company needs a contractor’s license and a masters license in order to be active.  If the person holding the masters license leaves, the company can continue to be active for six months before they need to replace that license.   However, people doing work within that six-month time-period still need to be licensed for the work that they are performing.

Hart mentioned they were still four board members short.  They want to adopt the 2018 plumbing and mechanical codes, but the shortage of board members has made that difficult.  Currently there is only one person on their Code Development Committee.  Their last meeting was cancelled due to not having a quorum.  The governor’s office does have names in mind for both of the inspector positions, but appointments may take another month.  Two other board appointees will be filled with females.  The appointees are well qualified, but Hart mentioned that gender balancing is very difficult in this industry.  She estimated that the Health Department only issued five licenses to females in the last year.

Licensing has remained on track and everything continues to be issued in a timely manner.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – Jim Obradovich gave a summary of the year’s legislative session.  Two of the items that IABO would not have been in favor of did not advance.  One of them that was proposed and failed would have taken power from the State Building Code Commissioner and empowered a seven-member panel that mostly did not have a background in building code.  There was an attempt to push this through unusually fast.  This would not have been desirable for a number of reasons and lawmakers understood this.  

Schemmel asked if a previous year’s proposal would move faster or have more potential to gain traction in the following year.  He asked if there was a way we could be proactive by paying attention to the previous year’s discussion.  Obradovich responded that in general, proposals that are out there for a longer period and more people begin to question them, the harder it is to for it to move forward.

Tim Hennes asked about renewal of the Obradovich contract and it was agreed that the topic would be discussed at the July meeting in order to stay ahead of it for the upcoming period.

Education – Training for the upcoming week was announced by Tim Hennes as follows:

5/15 – Fundamentals of the I-Codes for Permit Technicians (Hiawatha)
5/16 – 2018 IRC Significant Changes (Cedar Rapids)
5/17 – 2018 IBC Significant Changes (Cedar Rapids)

Neil Bombei planned to send out a final registration reminder for each of the classes.
Membership – Relating to membership, Roger Schemmel announced the obituary for Doug Bird of Bremer County, who had recently passed.  The committee will make a contribution, per the memorial policy, to the American Cancer Society, as Doug had struggled with cancer the last few years.  All members present signed a card.

Scholarship – Jerry Beyers was not able to make the meeting, but sent notice to Schemmel that there has been 13 applications received that are now under review for the upcoming year.

Program – Nothing to announce.  If anyone has ideas for desired program please send them to one of the board members.

Code Development – Keith Rash asked if we should look for another member to replace Ron Hoover on this committee after his retirement.  Any volunteers are welcome to apply by contacting a board member for this committee and any others with a vacancy.

REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – Adam Ostert said the Region III group is currently going through next year’s educational institute planning.  

ICC Report – Jeff Junker said discussion at the July IABO meeting regarding shirt orders has been standard practice to have the shirts available for handout at the September IABO meeting, prior to the Annual Business Meeting.

Neil Bombei reminded everyone that ICC was offering a free digital copy of the I-Codes for all membership renewals throughout the year.  Instructions for download on the ICC website comes on the receipt email for the membership payment. There is a deadline of six months after payment to get your download completed before the download code expires.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – Hennes and Bombei detailed a program sponsored throughout Johnson County that encourages residential solar installations by getting lower install prices from the installer and promises better utility rates per kilowatt hour based on getting larger amounts of applicants committing to the program.  Linn County did the same program just a year prior.
Central MICCC – Ryan Mayer mentioned the Central Iowa Code Consortium’s planned rollout for the 2018 code adoption would be January 1, 2019.

New Business – IABO Awards:
Signed proclamation for Building Safety Month – Roger Schemmel showed off the framed proclamation that had been signed by Governor Reynolds just a couple days before.  Nine IABO members were able to be present for the signing.  Schemmel also mentioned that you could print off a Building Safety Month poster from the ICC website.
