IABO President

 Note: The following text is a transcription of the Stone Engraving of the parchment Declaration of Independence (the document on display in the Rotunda at the National Archives Museum.) The spelling and punctuation reflects the original


In Congress, July 4, 1776.

The unanimous Declaration of the thirteen united States of America, When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitle them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes which impel them to the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.--That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, --That whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to affect their Safety and Happiness. Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long established should not be changed for light and transient causes; and accordingly all experience hath shewn, that mankind are more disposed to suffer, while evils are sufferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the forms to which they are accustomed. But when a long train of abuses and usurpations, pursuing invariably the same Object evinces a design to reduce them under absolute Despotism, it is their right, it is their duty, to throw off such Government, and to provide new Guards for their future security.--Such has been the patient sufferance of these Colonies; and such is now the necessity which constrains them to alter their former Systems of Government. The history of the present King of Great Britain is a history of repeated injuries and usurpations, all having in direct object the establishment of an absolute Tyranny over these States. To prove this, let Facts be submitted to a candid world.

He has refused his Assent to Laws, the most wholesome and necessary for the public good.

He has forbidden his Governors to pass Laws of immediate and pressing importance, unless suspended in their operation till his Assent should be obtained; and when so suspended, he has utterly neglected to attend to them.

He has refused to pass other Laws for the accommodation of large districts of people, unless those people would relinquish the right of Representation in the Legislature, a right inestimable to them and formidable to tyrants only.

He has called together legislative bodies at places unusual, uncomfortable, and distant from the depository of their public Records, for the sole purpose of fatiguing them into compliance with his measures.

He has dissolved Representative Houses repeatedly, for opposing with manly firmness his invasions on the rights of the people.

He has refused for a long time, after such dissolutions, to cause others to be elected; whereby the Legislative powers, incapable of Annihilation, have returned to the People at large for their exercise; the State remaining in the meantime exposed to all the dangers of invasion from without, and convulsions within.

He has endeavored to prevent the population of these States; for that purpose obstructing the Laws for Naturalization of Foreigners; refusing to pass others to encourage their migrations hither, and raising the conditions of new Appropriations of Lands.

He has obstructed the Administration of Justice, by refusing his Assent to Laws for establishing Judiciary powers.

He has made Judges dependent on his Will alone, for the tenure of their offices, and the amount and payment of their salaries.

He has erected a multitude of New Offices, and sent hither swarms of Officers to harass our people, and eat out their substance.

He has kept among us, in times of peace, Standing Armies without the Consent of our legislatures.

He has affected to render the Military independent of and superior to the Civil power.

He has combined with others to subject us to a jurisdiction foreign to our constitution, and unacknowledged by our laws; giving his Assent to their Acts of pretended Legislation:

For quartering large bodies of armed troops among us:

For protecting them, by a mock Trial, from punishment for any Murders which they should commit on the Inhabitants of these States:

For cutting off our Trade with all parts of the world:

For imposing Taxes on us without our Consent:

For depriving us in many cases, of the benefits of Trial by Jury:

For transporting us beyond Seas to be tried for pretended offences

For abolishing the free System of English Laws in a neighboring Province, establishing therein an arbitrary government, and enlarging its Boundaries so as to render it at once an example and fit instrument for introducing the same absolute rule into these Colonies:

For taking away our Charters, abolishing our most valuable Laws, and altering fundamentally the Forms of our Governments:

For suspending our own Legislatures, and declaring themselves invested with power to legislate for us in all cases whatsoever.

He has abdicated Government here, by declaring us out of his Protection and waging War against us.

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our Coasts, burnt our towns, and destroyed the lives of our people.

He is at this time transporting large Armies of foreign Mercenaries to complete the works of death, desolation and tyranny, already begun with circumstances of Cruelty & perfidy scarcely paralleled in the most barbarous ages, and totally unworthy the Head of a civilized nation.

He has constrained our fellow Citizens taken Captive on the high Seas to bear Arms against their Country, to become the executioners of their friends and Brethren, or to fall themselves by their Hands.

He has excited domestic insurrections amongst us, and has endeavored to bring on the inhabitants of our frontiers, the merciless Indian Savages, whose known rule of warfare, is an undistinguished destruction of all ages, sexes and conditions.

In every stage of these Oppressions We have petitioned for Redress in the most humble terms: Our repeated Petitions have been answered only by repeated injury. A Prince whose character is thus marked by every act which may define a Tyrant, is unfit to be the ruler of a free people.

Nor have We been wanting in attentions to our British brethren. We have warned them from time to time of attempts by their legislature to extend an unwarrantable jurisdiction over us. We have reminded them of the circumstances of our emigration and settlement here. We have appealed to their native justice and magnanimity, and we have conjured them by the ties of our common kindred to disavow these 
usurpations, which, would inevitably interrupt our connections and correspondence. They too have been deaf to the voice of justice and of consanguinity. We must, therefore, acquiesce in the necessity, which denounces our Separation, and hold them, as we hold the rest of mankind, Enemies in War, in Peace Friends.

We, therefore, the Representatives of the United States of America, in General Congress, Assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the world for the rectitude of our intentions, do, in the Name, and by Authority of the good People of these Colonies, solemnly publish and declare, That these United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be Free and Independent States; that they are Absolved from all Allegiance to the British Crown, and that all political connection between them and the State of Great Britain, is and ought to be totally dissolved; and that as Free and Independent States, they have full Power to levy War, conclude Peace, contract Alliances, establish Commerce, and to do all other Acts and Things which Independent States may of right do. And for the support of this Declaration, with a firm reliance on the protection of divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes and our sacred Honor.

Minutes:  May 9, 2019
Meeting at Iowa Department of Public Safety 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Roger Schemmel called the meeting to order at 9:04 am. Roll call was taken. Board Members present were Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Neil Bombei and Mike Pardekooper.  Mike Bruce and Brian Bishop were absent.  A count of more than 15 members determined there was a quorum, with total attendance of 21 people.
Approval of March 14, 2019 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Paul Hughes and seconded by Elise Timm to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
The Building Safety Week Proclamation signed by Governor Reynolds the previous month was on display on the back table

Treasurer’s Report.
Roger Schemmel reported on the figures that were submitted by Mike Bruce.  Assets listed included $20,237 in the CD, $370 in savings and $3,285 in the checking account.  All costs for January’s training and banquet have now been settled, along with a payment for website renewal, Obradovich’s services and a contribution to Region III’s training event in February.  Neil Bombei inquired if Bruce had purchased the new lap top that had been approved by the Audit Committee in January.  Schemmel said he didn’t think so because Bruce was waiting for a little more money to come into the checking account first.  Current total balance of all accounts was reported as $23,890.77.  The treasurer’s report was passed around the room.  Motion by Neil Bombei and seconded by Mike Pardekooper to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

Craig Lemming was in attendance.  He started off mentioning that Jennifer Hart's position as the executive officer for the PMSB has been eliminated due to budgetary concerns.  Her last day will be in a few weeks.  IDPS is absorbing these duties among the current staff.  Folks can contact Lemming or Kane Young for any issues that Jennifer previously handled.   
The code updates are in progress and on track as described at the last full PMSB meeting.   The Notices of Intended Action should be published in the May 22 Iowa Administrative Bulletin.  Written comments can then be taken, and there will be a public hearing on June 11.   Then at the July PMSB meeting, the rules can be adopted with the earliest possible effective date in September.  Letters will be going to those cities that are not in compliance with the state code adoption.

Lemming announced that they were going to start cracking down harder on licensing and fines.  The size of the fines has been increased greatly, going up to $5,000 per day and there is also the threat of jail time for habitual offenders.  The Health Department is glad to have jurisdictions out there assist in being their eyes and ears, helping to report those companies that are in violation.

Kevin Ciabatti asked whether yellow CSST gas piping was going to still be allowed because he heard it was not going to be.  Lemming said he couldn’t answer that at this time.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – Jim Obradovich emailed Schemmel saying the biggest take-a-way from recent capitol building discussion is that there is an increased understanding by legislators of building vs. fire codes and their interrelationships, specifically how building codes affect fire codes and that a change of one causes issues with the other.  This was most evident during the considerations of changes to the fireworks laws.
Education – The afternoon following the meeting was filled with a half-day class covering Accessibility for Existing Buildings.  Friday was a full class covering Accessibility for New Construction.  Classes were taught by Pat Parsley, with over 30 people in attendance per day.  

Membership – Roger Schemmel is still looking into the on-line software program called Join-It, which should be very helpful collecting and retaining contact information for the membership.  It will assist the Secretary and Treasurer positions.  Members will log in and make changes to their own accounts, such as personnel and/or email changes.  Emails can also target specific groups that you sign up for, such as committees that you are on or interested in.  Costs are based on the number of board members that access it (estimating about $29 a month).  

Scholarship – Jerry Beyers emailed Mike Pardekooper saying he has received seven applications.  The deadline closed May 1.  He will report at the next meeting.

Program – None.  Always looking for ideas if anyone wants to submit them for topics or location.

Code Development – The Albuquerque Code Hearings began on April 28 and were just wrapping up as the IABO meeting was taking place.  Pat Parsley said Region III’s code change proposal regarding frost protection of stoops had made it through the committee recommendation stage with a modification.  It will now proceed to Las Vegas in the fall. 

Roger Schemmel directed Bombei to add David Kuhn to IABO’s Code Development Committee.  He was at the hearings the week prior and really enjoys the development process.

Lucas Pump reported on a few changes he had submitted, one regarding tempered glazing for bathtubs, changing the language from “facing” to “adjacent to”.  Kuhn assisted Pump by speaking on his behalf in Albuquerque.  He discussed that many people in Iowa may not have known that he was submitting code changes and perhaps next time he should submit it to the IABO Secretary for dispersion, so the membership could offer support.  Parsley suggested getting the word out to the entire regional committee next time.

Audit – None.  Will report at the September meeting.

REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – Region III is still strong as an organization, being very active in code development and with hospitality for the ABM, but Pat Parsley said there was some concern regarding 2020’s Region III Institute because Roger Axel has stepped down as head of the institute.  The amount of work that he did for it was so vast that it will be tough for a person or persons to fill his position.  If the institute folds it will be a disappointment for many.  It has been one of the most successful week-long code trainings in the country.  It was estimated to serve an average of 500 attendees per day in 2019, totaling 800 different people overall on the week.  Parsley will keep us informed of any news.

ICC Report – Pat Parsley reported that the state’s newly forming Permit Tech chapter is looking for members.  Neil Bombei will send out an email with Jennifer Goerg’s email address (jgoerg@cityofmarion.org).  Anyone with interest or questions should contact her or Richard Hauffe. 

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – Linn County, Marion, Hiawatha, and Cedar Rapids organized an information center within their local Home Depot location.  Each jurisdiction added a number of their informational code handouts to be available within the store for customers.
Central MICCC – The CICC area code adoption is coming to a close.  Common code amendments are coming together, but it has been a difficult process this time through.  Some involved expressed doubt for the future of the collective code adoption effort for the region.

Old Business – Building Safety Month Proclamation: Governor Reynolds signed the proclamation last month at the capitol building, with twelve IABO members in attendance.

2019 Chapter Leadership Academy (Denver): This will be the fourth annual event held by the ICC.  IABO committed to send Mike Bruce, but he will not able to attend.  ICC offers a free registration to one member annually, either to the Leadership Academy or the ABM.  IABO will use the credit towards the ABM this year.  It is expected that many will be interested in going to Las Vegas this fall. 
ABM Las Vegas Preparation:  Roger Schemmel said that Brian Bishop has offered to take over ABM shirt duties from Jeff Junker, who has aptly provided those services for many years prior.  Gary Hansen and Tim Hennes volunteered to take care of pins/tokens for the event. The group discussed that many members may be interested in some form of full or partial scholarship from IABO to attend the Las Vegas ABM.  There have been no set policies or amounts in the past.  It has always just worked out.  At one time Mike Pardekooper begun to develop a formal request application, but it never reached the point where it was used.  He said he may look into reviving the application from his records.  The board will create a workable application and send it out to the membership soon.  IABO will need to decide how much money to set aside for scholarship and who the monies will go to.  The group will need a proposal and approval for money by the July meeting so that members will have time to make their plans.
New Business – IABO Leadership Planning Services: Last fall, IABO’s executive board had a night meeting that included Richard Hauffe.  One of the things that was discussed is leadership planning in regards to the chapter.  Hauffe and his wife, Mary, have offered to give council to IABO’s executive board concerning direction, goal setting, and prioritizing assignments.  Everyone participating will be getting a Myers Briggs Personality Type Test.  She will evaluate those test results for her presentation on the first day.  Mary’s fee for a session like this is $1,000 and Richard’s will be free as part of his duties with ICC.  Mary will not charge for travel expenses because she will be with Richard.  Tim Hennes explained that the services seem to be a good value.  We need a vote from the membership, because the $1,000 value exceeds the $500 that the board is authorized to approve.  Pat Parsley moved for the $1,000 commitment and Josh Dorhout seconded.

Message Board Services Suggested for IABO Questions:  Neil Bombei said that Sheilah Lizer had been in contact with him via email about posting the memberships questions to the IABO website.  Those questions are usually emailed by the Secretary to the entire membership but the only one who gets the responses is the person who asked the question.  Much of the membership may also be interested in the answers.  She volunteered to look into options for getting them posted to the website or other ways of dispersion and will probably report at the next meeting.  It is likely there will be some costs for whatever is selected.  Elise Timm offered to help Lizer with this task of research.

Adjournment
Neil Bombei motioned for adjournment and Tim Hennes seconded.  Motion passed.  Adjourned 11:15.
