During the first day, there were 94 registrations for the IBC 2018 Means of Egress. The second day, there was 89 registrations for the 2018 Mixed Occupancies, Exterior wall Openings and Protections. Many of us have had the privilege of attending Doug’s classes before, but during the breaks those folks that had him for the first time were saying things like “that’s the most I’ve ever gotten out of a code class” or “I need to take my job a little less serious”. So that all makes me wonder, was the excellent attendance because of the attraction of Doug, or was it the nostalgic rate of $60 for 60 years? 

Or perhaps it was the complimentary 60th Anniversary Celebration and Evening Social the first night, where over 80 members and guests were provided with refreshments and a feast of wonderful appetizers. That social celebration was enriched by the guitar and vocals of Richard Hauffe, ICC Senior Regional Manager, Government Relations. Rick was accompanied by the bass guitar of our long time IABO member Jeff Junker. It was their first time playing together and hat’s off to both of them for sharing their talents and performing for a group of their peers.

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
The Building Safety Month Proclamation, that had been signed by the governor earlier in the year, was on display for all to see.

Treasurer’s Report.
Mike Bruce reported some membership dues from the time period totaling just over $4,500, but a net loss of income of $3,580.  Proceeds from the January training have not been accounted.  He said there was a total balance of $34,421.23.  The treasurer’s report was passed around the room.  Motion by Rod VanGenderen and seconded by Ron Hoover to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Rich Bolton said the legislative season was just getting started, but he did not foresee any legislation that would worry us.  Schemmel thanked Bolton for letting IABO host their meetings at the Department of Public Safety the rest of the year.  It certainly helps the budget when we don’t have to pay for meeting space.
Brian Young, from the State Electrical Examiners Board, was also in attendance to give an update.  He said the state implemented a new licensing system in April.  Depending on the year, they issue 3,000 to 6,000 one-year licenses.  Last year, 81% of those were renewed online.  It takes less than 5 minutes for the process to be completed.  All information show on the website is real time, meaning payments and approvals are updated instantly as soon as they occur.  Licensed electricians are getting automatic email notices when their licenses are expiring.  Iowa is currently working on reciprocation of licenses with the states of Alaska, Colorado and Texas.

Building Official of the Year – Bob Hendricks

Hendricks was born and raised in Winterset.  In 1982, he opened his own Plumbing, Electrical, HVAC business. During that time, he joined the Volunteer Fire Department where he served 20 years, with three of those years as Fire Chief. He is a Nationally Certified Firefighter I and Firefighter II. In 1998, he closed his business and started his current position with the City of Winterset and shortly afterward joined IABO and has been an active member for those 20 years.  He is currently ICC certified as a Residential Electrical Inspector and Commercial Electrical Inspector and serves as the Building Official representative on Iowa Electrical Examining Board, which is an appointed position by the Governor of Iowa.

IABO Lifetime Achievement Award – Ron Hoover

For 22 years, he was in residential construction. He continues to hold an active state license as a Master Plumber, Master Mechanical HVAC and Class A Master Electrician. Hoover was elected to the International Code Council Board of Directors for two terms from 2009 to 2015. He is the 2012 recipient of the Governor’s award for Iowa Fire Prevention Officer of the Year. He was a Founding member, and past president, of the Upper Great Plains Region III chapter of ICC. He is an Honorary Life Member of the ILOWA chapter a past president of IABO.
