How many of you, before the pandemic, have heard of Zoom? I certainly hadn’t. We are all learning new ways to communicate to keep jobs moving forward. These unprecedented times have brought challenges for all of us, but also opportunities to get better and more efficient. 

Following our last meeting we had an afternoon of photovoltaic training and the following day we had Bluebeam training.  Both sessions were well attended with 42 and 52 respectively.  There might be few expenses yet to come in, but we are currently at a net revenue of $3,458.36 for the March training.

I would like to welcome Cori Burbach to the membership. Cory is with the City of Dubuque’s Building Services and is currently the interim Building Official.
