IABO President’s Message

Presidents Message September 2019
Well, the Iowa State Fair is over and kids are back in school, so soon there will be frost that shows up on the hood of cars in the morning. That indicator jump starts those last projects off the drawing board and into the ground for September. Then the October construction push starts just after the first snow fall and gets the remaining viable projects started. Of course those projects are frequently the ones that opt for a foundation only permit simply to get something started this construction season.
This rush usually adds to the load of permits to review and issue. Hopefully your review process has been refined this last summer making the process somewhat like clockwork. Perhaps you would like to share that experience. Well, this September chapter meeting we are not having a structured presentation but rather a round/square table work session to compare our plan review methods. Items such as building valuations, fees, construction type and occupancy types for projects ranging from residential and commercial or utility to agricultural will be up for discussion. Existing buildings and how to handle them regarding accessibility could also be a lengthy discussion. Then looking at building permit applications for new buildings and the different electronic file types and fire transfer methods for either submitted plans or even electronic methods used during plan reviews will be reviewed.

What steps do you take to review a plan? Do you figure valuation first then look at the life safety items? Do you review the plan on the computer or are you old school and need to work on paper copies?
At the next meeting we invite you to bring along a favorite plan that was fun to review or perhaps a plan set that was a pain to review. Either way the group can offer another opinions as to how to review it or perhaps just to share the pain. So at the next meeting bring a plan, bring a question, or bring a trick to share so that we can learn from each other’s experiences.
Iowa Permit Technician Association Update
The IPTA, is making great progress in getting established.  One milestone accomplished is their first training event. It will be this fall, on November 8th, so mark it on your calendars.  More details will follow as the final arrangements are completed. Each of our building departments has the role of permit tech, we might not have it as a job description, but the role is a vital component in the process of permitting review and inspections. IABO is working very closely with this new chapter by helping get them up and running. So when you see the registration announcement please make certain that you route it to your entire staff. The class will offer ICC CEUs, so regardless the value is there for all of us that need the CEU’s for Certificate renewals.

Meeting at Iowa Department of Public Safety 
Introductions and Roll Call:

President Roger Schemmel called the meeting to order at 9:05 am. Roll call was taken. Board Members present were Roger Schemmel, Tim Hennes, Brian Bishop, Neil Bombei and Mike Pardekooper.  Mike Bruce was absent.  A count of more than 15 members determined there was a quorum, with total attendance of 22 people.
Approval of May 9, 2019 Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Duncan McCallum and seconded by Gary Hansen to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Motion passed. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND BOARD REPORTS 

Correspondence Received
None

Treasurer’s Report.
Roger Schemmel reported on the figures that were submitted by Mike Bruce.  Assets listed included $20,237 in the CD, $350 in savings and $3,750 in the checking account.  

Schemmel explained that he applied for a new credit card for IABO purposes because the balance outside of the CD was getting low.  The credit card charges 0% interest until 2021.  The CD matures in November, so it was the easiest way to get a little cash flow without incurring a penalty for early withdraw on the CD.  The balance on the new card is about $2,500 and will be paid from the CD in the fall once it fully matures.  Current total balance of all accounts was reported as $21,836.30.  The treasurer’s report was passed around the room.  Motion by Tim Hennes and seconded by Mike Pardekooper to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed.

State Building Code Bureau
Rich Bolton introduced Mike Lowe as their new plans examiner. Lowe has recently been working on fireworks program and will move onto the Health Care area soon.  

Bolton inquired to the group as to whether there was any kind of statewide list of contacts for each of the jurisdictions.  Many people call his office with questions that don’t particularly pertain to them and they are looking for a local contact to give out.  It would be great help to the state office if there was a registry that they could reference.  No one was able to come up with anything to help out currently, but a couple of ideas circulated that might be able to help out in the future.  If IABO comes up with a way to assist in this, we will pass on the info to the state.

Tim Hennes asked what the state is going to do regarding the energy code because Iowa City has a local group pushing for a stronger code.  The state is on the 2012 IECC and will probably skip the 2015 and go right to the 2018.  The consensus of the room agreed that would be the best move.  State code language seems to say that a local jurisdiction cannot adopt a more restrictive energy code than the state.  Those wanting a stricter code will have to wait on the state.

Duncan McCallum asked about inspection of some modular unit construction in Cedar Rapids.  The units are being built outside of the state and are shipped to the site for assembly.  He wanted to know if the state was doing any plan reviews on those.  Bolton said all of their reviews on modular units were being done by a third party.  The units would need to have an inspection label or paperwork on it verifying that it was inspected in the state of assembly.  Anything that happens on site should be done at the local level.  McCallum says the labeling has been lacking on many of the units and not everything has been available for them to inspect.  They have had to rewrite some of their building code language to combat some of the things they were seeing that didn’t look compliant.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Legislative – Jim Obradovich outlined three pieces of legislative action that were notable this session.  

Potential changes to the fireworks bill were denied.  Some of the firework groups were not happy about what was issued the previous year and wanted to expand some of their retail abilities.  This denial was positive from IABO’s perspective because it means that legislators recognized how building codes are related to fire codes and zoning codes.  Making changes to one may conflict with another and the legislature did not want to make conflicting alterations.  

There was an update on design work during declarations of natural disasters in the state.  This bill only made it through one house, but the governor signed it, so it passed.  Protections were given to the design professionals in natural disaster situations.  It helped for IABO to be involved.

There was also an appeal to omit sprinklers from a campus building in the city of West Branch.   The building was being extensively remodeled and the institution wanted to be exempt from newer building codes just because the building was old.  The bill made it through the government oversight committee but it was denied in the House.

Education – The May training in Marion, taught by Pat Parsley, netted $1,765.12.  Gary Hansen and his staff did a great job with organization and operation of the facilities. Parsley said they would like to make eastern Iowa a regular location for the May meeting.  Duncan McCallum should be able to get the Cedar Rapids Library for May 2020.  

Membership – Roger Schemmel is still looking into the Join-It software program. 

One volunteer is needed to fill a vacant position on this committee.  Please contact a board member if you would be willing to do it.
Scholarship – Mike Pardekooper said they received nine applications and the committee chose one 4-year and one 2-year scholarship recipient as follows:


4 years - Mitch Harding (Jesup) attending ISU for architecture


2 years - Jalen Waddell (Panora) attending ISU for architecture

Program – None.  Always looking for ideas if anyone wants to submit them for topics or location.  One volunteer is needed to fill a vacant position on this committee.  Please contact a board member if you would be willing to do it.
Code Development – Region III’s code change proposal regarding frost protection of stoops had made it through the committee recommendation stage with a modification.

Endorsement – None.  Adam Ostert volunteered to fill the vacant spot on the committee.

Audit – None.  Will report at the September meeting.

Nominating – None.  A volunteer is needed to fill a vacant spot on this committee. Please contact a board member if you would be willing to do it.
REGIONAL REPORTS 
Region III Report – Adam Ostert announced that the 2020 Region III Educational Institute is going to happen despite some earlier concern of its demise.  It is scheduled for its regular slot in February.  The training matrix has been finalized.  

Parsley announced that there is still a scholarship available for the code hearings portion of this fall’s ABM.  Application is available online. 

ICC Report – Pat Parsley read through the highlights from the monthly chapter update sent out by Richard Hauffe.  

· Code of Honor Scholarships are still available for the ABM, with a deadline of August 9.  The 5th Annual Ron Burton Golf Outing and the 15th Annual Bob Fowler Motorcycle Ride will be part of the social events for the Las Vegas ABM.  

· July 31 is the deadline for Membership Council Governing Positions.  

· 2018 Significant Changes books are available.  

· PRONTO testing services have been available for taking ICC tests from your home or office for some time now. 
· ICC-ES issues evaluation reports on using shipping containers for housing to three companies.

Parsley also detailed ICC’s proposed change from sectional seat model to regional seat model.  In 2000, all seats were At Large seats.  Then there was a concern that positions were coming from just one area of the country, so sectional seats were proposed.  Now they are trying to do a regional model, which is supposed to be less confusing.  Some areas of the country don’t want regions at all because when you are on the Board you are supposed to represent the entire country, not just your region.  They also want the best applicants on the Board, which may not be the case if each region gets a spot.

The new Permit Tech Chapter has a core group of four and is moving forward.  Richard Hauffe has been assisting with the organization. They are going to sign their by-laws on November 8 in the Des Moines area.  They may want to install their officers at the January IABO meeting.  IABO may also be able to offer some of their resources for assistance.

Eastern Iowa EICBIC – Linn County, Marion, Hiawatha, and Cedar Rapids continued their information rack within their local Home Depot location, even though the rack took on some damage recently.  
Central MICCC – Ryan Mayer said they had a meeting on June 27.  The Metro Area is currently very busy with construction projects.  He is proposing to have each jurisdiction have a month to be in control of leading the group at a meeting.  He is putting together a schedule.  It will hopefully bring in topics or training that suite the needs of the different jurisdictions.

Old Business – IABO Leadership Planning Services: Last fall, IABO’s executive board had a night meeting that included Richard Hauffe.  One of the things that was discussed is leadership planning in regards to the chapter.  Hauffe and his wife, Mary, have offered to give council to IABO’s executive board concerning direction, goal setting, and prioritizing assignments.  Discussions for this are still ongoing with $1,000 being approved at the May meeting for payment of these services.  This is expected to happen later in 2019.

Message Board Services Suggested for IABO Questions:  Sheilah Lizer has been looking for a better way to post the memberships questions to the IABO website.  Currently those questions are emailed by the Secretary to the entire membership, but the only one who gets the responses is the person who asked the question.  Much of the membership may also be interested in the answers.  She volunteered to look into options for getting them posted to the website or other ways of dispersion.  Her research is ongoing.

ABM Las Vegas Preparation:  Gary Hansen showed design options he had commissioned for pins and tokens.  Each has an IABO designation.  The group voted in favor of the two designs as follows:

Pins – Black on white, 500 count, shape of Iowa.

Chips – White on black, 500 count, two sided.

The pricing was a little less than $1 for each item.  Motion was made by Josh Dorhout and seconded by Mike Pardekooper to approve a targeted budget of $1,000 to pay for the pins and chips order.  Motion passed.

Brain Bishop ordered a mock-up of shirts from the same company that did our black, long sleeve shirt for the 60th year IABO celebration.  He brought a photo and passed it around.  The group voted in favor of the black shirt option.  ABM attendees will receive shirts at no cost.  Other members may order the shirts for $15 each (actual shirt cost to IABO is about $35 per).  Motion was made by Tim Hennes and seconded by Pat Parsley to have IABO subsidize the shirts.  Motion passed.  Order forms will be sent out via email with responses sent to Bishop.  Other color options will be available as well, at normal market rate.

Scholarships and past practices were discussed for travel and registration expenses.  There is no formal application, but any requests should be submitted to the Treasurer for anticipated costs by the September IABO meeting by anyone needing assistance to attend.  Amounts will be approved based on the number of people requesting.  Reimbursement will be made upon receipt of payment.  Motion was made by Pat Parsley, and seconded by Gary Hansen to approve $5,000 to be distributed evenly among the applicants plus whatever expenses it takes to send the IABO president.

Next year’s ABM will be in St. Louis.

New Business – 

Jeff Junker asked if there was any desire to have Jim Obradovich suggest changes to the Iowa Plumbing and Mechanical Systems Board, relative to the demand for the specific adoption of the UPC.  His jurisdiction and many others would desire to have language that accepted the local adoption of the IPC.  He believes we may have the traction to do this legislatively.  It was discussed that we should not try to eliminate the UPC, but rather accept the IPC as a viable option.  Junker would like to get the Legislative Committee engaged with Obradovich on how to get started.  Mike Pardekooper brought up the fact that there would be additional costs owed to Obradovich if this was to happen, but also said he is probably our best avenue to get things moving for us.  The Legislative Committee will get involved with this and try to give Obradovich a sense of direction from IABO.  Junker volunteered to chair the meetings for this as a member of the Legislative Committee.  Schemmel volunteered to participate as active president of the organization.  Duncan McCallum said he would participate as well despite the fact that the biggest stronghold against the IPC was coming from the Cedar Rapids area.  He stressed that equal acceptance language is what we should be after in order to have a better chance to get this accepted.  Pardekooper suggested getting Richard Hauffe involved with this process as well. 

Rod Van Genderen complimented Schemmel on his patriotic president’s message in the newsletter for this month.
Adjournment
Tim Hennes motioned for adjournment and Ryan Mayer seconded.  Motion passed.  Adjourned 12:15.
